Peru Hotels Society Declares Need for Own Ministry of Tourism
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(LIP-ir) -- General Manager of the Peru Hotels Society (SHP), Tibisay Monsalve Restrepo has declared that one of the topics that should be addressed in the Presidential speech, which is to be given at the Justice Palace, is investment security.

"Private investment in Peru has grown in all its levels. It could be detrimental to the country if investment security is not guaranteed in the Presidential speech," warned Restrepo.

On that note, the Peru Hotels Society has made the government aware that recent incidents, which were provoked in different regions of the country, can not reoccur and if they were to reoccur, it would harm all of the socioeconomic sectors and Peru's image would seriously be harmed.

Restrepo has made it clear that the government is not considering Tourism as one of its priorities, despite the fact that it brings in as much capital as other productive sectors. 

The General Manager of the SHP has also stated that a separate ministry for Tourism must be created due to the fact that the current Minister, Mercedes Araoz is in charge of two very large and important ministries.
