· Lima, Dec. 11 (ANDINA).- Peru’s Hotels Society (SHP) president Jose Koechlin reported Thursday that two international hotel chains are interested in implementing new projects in the Andean regions of the country. 
Due to marketing strategy purposes, the names of these chains are not mentioned yet; however, he said that one of them is financed by Asian investors and the other one by investors from the American continent; both companies are looking at various Peruvian cities for setting up their hotel projects. 
He said that the demand for hotels has risen in the country, and therefore, it will cause an increase in the supply.

Koechlin pointed out that two other international firms are planning to implement similar projects in the city of Lima, and affirmed that, in the next two years, new international hotel chains will be interested in expanding their operations in Peru.

There are investors interested in developing new tourist destinations, who also evaluate the possibility of building hotels in cities and small towns in the interior of the country. 

"Peru has many resources to create new tourist destinations, with peculiar characteristics hard to find in other countries around the world", he said. 
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
