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Hotel investments to total US$ 1.5 billion over next two years

· Lima, Nov. 26 (ANDINA).- Hotel investments in Peru will amount to 1.5 billion dollars over the next two years, although they could suffer a negative growth, due to the uncertainty among investors regarding the world economic crisis, reported today Peru’s Hotels Society (SHP) president Jose Koechlin. 
“The context in which investments were made was different, now things have changed. The downside is that we do not know where the global financial crisis will turn next. Projections made under stable global conditions are uncertain now,” he said. 
   
However, he highlighted that Peru organized successfully two world summits, which means that in one year the country has received over 70 percent of the world’s production, which are definitely great news. 
   
Koechlin emphasized that Asian investors have expressed interest in investing in this sector, in five, four and three star hotels. 
 
One of these investors is a Taiwanese group, which will make an investment of 20 million dollars to construct a five-star hotel, located in the Limean district of Surco. 
   
"We have noticed there are hotels interested in extending their brands in different regions of Peru, not exactly in luxury tourism markets, but in four and three star hotels. These are Asian investors, and they are interested to inject huge investments into the country," he said. 
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
