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Peru: Hotel reservations drop 30% in January 2009

· Lima, Jan. 26 (ANDINA).- The president of Peru Hotels Society (SHP), José Koechlin, said Monday that hotel reservations in four and five-star hotels fell more than 30% as of January 2009. 
“Inbound tourism is falling and we do not know how this year will end. A lot depends on what authorities can do to facilitate investments in this sector”, he emphasized.
Koechlin added that the SHP is worried about the global crisis' impact on the domestic market since December last year. "We have seen how tourism industry in other countries has been affected by global crisis. 

He mentioned that one of the main effects of the crisis was the reduction in hotel reservations, but the SHP is working on a series of measures to remedy this situation with the support of government authorities.

When asked exactly how much figures had dropped, Koechlin affirmed some establishments were experiencing over 30 percent declines in customers.
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
