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Peru: Five hotel projects to be completed in 2009 and 2010

· Lima, Jul. 05 (ANDINA).- Approximately five hotel projects will be completed in the second half of 2009 and next year in different parts of Peru, which shows that despite the global financial crisis there are significant investments made by hotel chains, said Felipe Del Campo, an expert in the hotel industry. 
Del Campo said that these major hotel projects include the opening of new Marriott hotels in Cusco, and the Ucayali River Hotel to be built in the jungle city of Pucallpa, capital of the Ucayali region. 
"I also know that Costa del Sol is working on its sixth hotel (between Arequipa and Cusco) and the Business Tower Prince Hotel is planning to expand within or outside Lima," he said.

He also reminded that the Westin Libertador Lima is expected to start operations in 2010. 

During his participation in the Second Seminar on Hotel Management, organized by the Peru Hotels Society (SHP), Del Campo acknowledged that the health and economic crisis has slowed the pace of investment.
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
