Community-based tourism to be promoted in Cusco

· Cusco, Oct. 05 (ANDINA).- Peru’s Hotels Society (SHP) will support Andean communities in Cusco region by promoting community-based tourism, SHP general manager Tibisay Monsalve said Monday. 
Monsalve said that people in the rural agricultural and craft-making communities of Chinchero, Lamay, Urubamba and Pisac have shown interest in venturing into community-based tourism. 
She mentioned that SHP representatives will provide support, tools and training to improve the communities' products.
