· Cusco, Oct. 05 (ANDINA).- Crime rate against tourists in Cusco city dropped last year, General Manager of Peru's Hotel Society (SHP), Tibisay Monsalve said. 
She made these statements at the end of the first meeting of the security committee convened by SHP, which gathered representatives of associated hotels that operate in Cusco, in order to discuss a series of problems in relation to tourism in the imperial city.
Police Major Mario Santome, Head of Tourism Police in Cusco, accounted for the improvements regarding the safety of tourists who visit this department. 

Monsalve said that as a result of a better police patrolling, reports of thefts and robberies to tourists have been reduced. In the past, nearly 17 crime reports per day have been registered and now “there are days when nobody reports anything”. 

“Reduction of thefts and robberies have been registered for a year,” SHP General Manager added. 

Police patrolling in different points visited by domestic and foreign tourists is more frequent, since Copesco plan delivered 6 patrols to the Tourism Police.
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
