Lima, Mar. 11 (ANDINA).- Casa Cartagena Hotel & Spa, which currently has a hotel in Cusco, announced it is planning to open another hotel in the Peruvian capital of Lima. 
The hotel's general manager Jose Carlos Canales said they will make the final decision in the medium term, but “there will definitely be another hotel project” considering that the local market has not been exploited by the Italian hotel group yet.
“The goal of the Italian group is to recover properties with a historic value,” said Jose Carlos Canales, who pointed out that the hotel will target corporate guests and would be located in San Isidro or Miraflores districts. 

Casa Cartagena Hotel & Spa Cusco has 16 rooms, which size range from 40 to 150 square meters, and a restaurant named "La Chola", which offers the best Peruvian and International cuisine, explained Stefano Boettano, the hotel's chair of the board.  

The hotel, located 200 meters away form Cuzco’s main square (Plaza Mayor), was built over an Inca complex, and its modernization required a 5 million dollar investment.
