Arab countries' delegations to taste traditional Peruvian dishes

The most representative dishes of the Peruvian gastronomy, especially those with Arab influence like anticuchos and empanadas, will be tasted by delegations attending the Third Summit of South American-Arab Countries (ASPA), to be held in February, 2011 in Lima.
